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RESOLUTION

OF THE

Legislature of West Virginia.

Joint Resolution, No. 10,
Providing for t/Le transfer of certain rig/2.ts and f7&#39;an-

ctriscs of t/Le State of West V7i7&#39;ginia to the United
States.

WHEREAS, The Congress of the United States recently
made an appropriation for a survey, to ascertain whether
it was practicable to construct a continuous water line
through the State, to connect the waters of the Mississippi
Valley with the Chesapeake Bay; and the engineers em-
ployed for that purpose, have shown that such a line is
practicable; and,

WHEREAS, The State of West Virginia regards the �
said line as a work of National importance, andris anx-
ious to atibrd every facility for the construction of the
same; Therefore be it i

jtesoloed, by the Legislature of West Virginia:
1st. That the State of West Virginia hereby agrees

to transfer all the rights, privileges and franchises, now
owned or possessed by the State in the Kanawha River
T.D1p1�OVe111eI1t, and the chutes, dams, Wing-dams, channels,
and all other work heretofore done in the Kanawha
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River, together with jurisdiction in and over the Kaua-
wlia River, from its mouth, to the mouth of Crauley
River, and over the New tiver from the mouth of Gauley
to the mouth of Greenbrier River, and over the Green-

brier River, from its mouth, to the mouth of Howard
and Anthoney Creeks, and froui the mouth of said creeks,
to the State line, and also the rigl1t,powor and franchise
to construct, maintain and operate a good and substan-
tial through water line, from the mvuth of the Kanawha
River to the Chesapeake Bay, so far as the said water line
shall pass through and be located in this State ; Provided,
That the rights, privileges and franchises herein mentioned,
shall never be so exercised, as to affect or impair any
right now vested in the Cliesapeake and Ohio Railroad
Company, by, or under the laws of this State.

52nd. The Board of Public. \7Vorl:s is hereby authorized
to appoint nine commissioners on the part of the State, one
to be chosen from each Judicial Circuit, any �ve or more
of whom may act, to confer and negotiate with any com-
missioners OR persons who may be authorized by law, on
behalf of the United States, in regard to a transfer to the
United States, of the said rights, privileges and franchises.
Three�fourths of the said commissioners, at least, shall
consent to any contract or agreement that may be proposed,
touching the said transfer.

3rd. That the said commissioners shall," as soon as a
contract is proposed to them which they; or three-fourths.
of them, may deem acceptable and just, transmit it to the
Governor of this State, who shall submit the same to the
Legislature for their action, if it be in session at the time;
and if the Legislature be not �then in session, he shall con-
vene it as speedily as possible for that purpose,
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4th. That the State. of Virginia. be respectfully request- ~
ed to to take concurrent action in the matter referred to,
in the foregoing resolution, and that a copy of the Same,
be sent by the Governor of this State to the Governor of
Virginia with the request that he lay them before the Leg�-
islature of that State. S

5th. That :1 copy of theseiesolutions be sent to each of
the Sen:1tors�an<;l RepreSent.ati\*es in Congress from this
State and they be requested to lay the some before Con-
gress: and to the Goverrnore of the following States: Vir-
ginia, l\Lu�yl:111<,l, Ohio, lXr_G}1t1.1Cl&#39;{.}&#39;, Tenn.e$_see, Imleiztnit,
Illinois, Missouri, A1�l.{al1S¬1S, Kansas, Iowa, V\7iseonrsin,
Minnesota, Nelaimslia, l�eI11I.syl\&#39;:�i1Iiz1 and Nortli Cmfolina.

matter of the appointment of commissioners required by
Joint Resolution No. 10 of the Legislature, session 1872-3
authorizing the appointment of commissioners to confer
and negotiate with any commissioners or persons who may
be authorized by law to act for and in behalf of the United
States, in regard to a transfer to the United States of the
rights, privileges and franchises now owned by the� State,
in the Kanawha River improvement &c. The following
gentlemen were selected and appointed: A. J. Bannell
from the 1st Judicial circuit, James Morrow Jr. from the
2d J udicial circuit, Win. H. Travers, from the 3rd Judi-
cial circuit, Charles F. Scott from the 5th Judicial circuit,
Jonathan M. Bennett, from the 6th Judicial circuit, Wil-
liam A. Quarrier, from the 7th Judicial circuit, A. T-
Caperton, from the 8th Judicial circuit, and John Douglass
from the 9th Judicial circuit. The appointment of a
commissioner from the 4th Judicial circuit was deferred

until some future meeting of the Board. °
And at another meeting of said Board. held in the otlice

thereof, on the 19th day of March 1873, the following
entry was made. �On motion, James D. Armstrong was
selected and appointed commissioner from the 4th Judicial
Circuit, under Joint resolution No, 10 of the Legislature
to act with the other commissioners heretofore appointed.�

ORGANIZATION OF THE COMMISSION IN
WEST VIRGINIA.

The Commissioners appointed on behalf of this State to
provide for the �transfer of certain rights and franchises
of the State of West Virginia to the United States,� con-
vened in the Senate Chamber of the Capitol, at the city of
Charleston on the 16th day of December, 1873. There
were present of the Commission, Allen T. Caperton of the
county of Monroe, Jonathan M.eBennett of Lewis, John
A. Douglass of Mercer, James  Morrow, jr. of Marion,
and Charles F. Scott of Ritchie.

On motion of Mr. Bennett a temporary organization was
had by calling Allen T. Caperton to the Chair, and ap-
pointing Charles F. Scott, Secretary. I

Subsequently the Commission organized permanently by
electing Allen T. Caperton, Chairman a11d Charles F. Scott,
Secretary.

Mr. Morrow o�iered the following Resolutions which
Were adopted: e ,

Resolved, 1st. That the Chairman be and he is hereby
requested to open correspondence at his discretion, With
members of Congress, with the committee of the House of
Representatives on Commerce and Navigation, or with
other persons Whenever in his judgment such correspon-
dence will promote the objects for which the Commission
Was created.

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« 2nd. That the Chairman is authorized and requested to
call meetings of this commission at such times and places
as he may deem necessary.

3rd That the Secretary transmit to the Senators and
Representatives in Congress from this State copies of the
proceedings of this meeting, together with a copy of the
resolution of the Legislature under which this Commission
was created, and a copy of the order of the Board of Pub-
lic Wo1°l<s made in pursuance of said resolution.

On motion the Commission adjourned.
