Section 1. The name of this Association shall be the West Virginia
State Poultry Association.

Section 2. Its object shall be to encourage an interest and promote
improvement in all tnat pertains to the poultry industry, and to hold
annual exhibitions at such times and places as shall be designated by
the officers of the Association.

ARTICLE Il.—Officers.

Section 1. The officers of this Association ghall consist of a Presi-
dent, Vice President, Secretary-Treasurer and an Executive Committee
oi four members, and there shall be a Board of Directors consisting of
the above named seven officers.

Section 2. The officers shall be elected by a majority of all voles
cast at the annual meeting and to serve one year commencing on the
first day of February of each year, following this election, and shall
serve until their successors are elected and qualified. Vacancies in
any office during the year shall be filled by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE Ill.—Membership.

Section 1. The membership of this Association shall not be limited
as to number nor place of residence, but all fanciers are urged to join.

Exhibitors will furnish their own coops, which should be near
regulation size, 2 feet deep, 215 feet high, 2 feet to 4 feet long. For
bantams, pigeons, turkeys, etc., size may vary according to requirements.

6. Exhibitors are requested to have their name and address on
their coops, also the name of the express company by which to return
them.

7. The American Standard of Perfection will be the guide in
awarding all premiums, :

To win a first prize, birds must score 90 points or over.

To win a second prize, birds must score 89 points or over.
