MEETINGS.

Pomona Granges shall meet at least once every
three months, at such times and places as may be
determined. Special fieetings can be called by three
members with the Master and Secretary, or by
seven members without them, All business shall
be teausacied in the fourth degree.

Fres Arp DUEs.

The initiation Fee shall be, for men, One Dol-
lar and for women Fifiy cents. There shall be a
quarterly due of not les thanten ceuts per quarter
for men and five eents for women. Otherwise the
grange shall regulate its own dues.

STANDING OF MEMBERS.

Members of the Pomona Grangeshall be required
at the last meeting in each year, to bring a state-
ent from their’respective Subordinate Granges,
showing them to be in good standing in their re-
spective granges, Failure in this respect, or to pay
dues, wi 1 deprive a member of his privilege in the
Grrange.

DuTiEs oF SECRETARY,

The Secretary shall, at the first meeting in the
year, prepare a roll of the voting members, with
ollicers elect on that day, and make report of the
number of members, with names of officers, to
the Secretary of State Grange. e shall receive all
business reports from and to the subordinate
granges, and forward same if necessary.

Dories or Exgcurive COMMITTEE.

The Executive Commitiee shall be, par ex-

esllence, the business arm of the order, They

shall, in addition to other duties, make arrange- |

ments for public and private meetings of the grange
and to see that the orders of the Grange, bothSub
didinate, County 2nd State are obeyed, They
shall report at each meeting, and their compensa-
tion may be fixed by special by-law.

Duries or MEMIERS.

It shall be the duty of each member of the Po-
mona Grange to make known, and use his influ-
ence to carry out, the wishes of his Subordinate
Grange; to attend, for that purpose, the meetings
of thie Pomoua and Subordinatg Granges; and he
shall, i1 no case, reveal any of the proceedings of
this Grange, without authority, under penalty of
expulsion, at the option of the Grange.

TIME oF SPEAKING.

No member shall speak more than twice on the
same subject; and no member shall occupy more
than five minutes in debate, or two minutes in
bringing up new business, without consent.

- Drsposar. or Fuwps,

When any funds accumulate in the treasury,
from any source, beyond what is necessary for the
incidentul expenses of the grange, it may be used
as a business fund, by order of the grange, under
direction of the Executive Committee or business
Agent. Subordinate Granges may, by the vote f
two-thirds thereof represented in Pomona Grange
raise a business fund by Jevy on the Subordinate
Giranges according to the membership thereof.
Said fund to be used by the Executive Committee
of the Pomona Grange for business purposes, and
may he subscribed as stock to a Co-operative As-
sociation which can benefit the granges from which
the stock was raised.

Grange or its Exeeutive Committee.
